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If a School District is on a 2-hour delay, our Community Clubhouses will
open after school for our normal after school hours.

If a School District cancels school, the Community Clubhouses that
operate within the cities of those school districts will open earlier in the day
than regularly scheduled, if weather allows. Our Kennewick & Pasco
Clubhouses will operate from 1:00 - 6:30 pm. Our Prosser Clubhouse will
open at 8:30 am for a daily charge of $10 (for youth arriving before 12 pm).
Our Prosser Teen Center will open at 12 pm at no charge. Our Prosser
programs will close at 6:00 pm.

If inclement weather occurs on a no school day, staff will determine if it
is safe for Club programs to operate. Staff will communicate the need for
any delays or Club closures with families through their Facebook groups.

If inclement weather occurs during the school day, Clubs may make the
decision to close early or not open at all.

We know having a delay or disruption in Club programs may be an
inconvenience, but please understand we want our Club staff and families to
take caution on the roadways and be safe.
